
Helping your Child with Maths
Getting the best start
· Work in jotter should be neat and clear – if it is not, encourage your child to copy accurately. 

· Before attempting homework, read over the notes again to ensure understanding. 
· Pupils should be using the same layout as the class teacher.

Equipment
· Pupils should have a scientific calculator readily available when doing any maths work.

· Pupils should use a pencil and ruler to keep work neat, especially for graphs and diagrams.

How to get better at maths
· Pupils learn maths through repetition.

· Pupils must actually do questions to improve at maths, do not allow pupils to only read when they are revising for tests.

· Do examples from their maths textbook, there is nothing wrong with redoing exercises.
Other tips
· Check your child’s jotter to ensure good notes are being taken.

· The methodologies document in the maths section can be used if no notes have been taken.

· Pupils will have maths homework most evenings, ask pupils about it and sign the homework when it is completed.
